Structure
Higher education system in Slovakia follows the principles of Bologna Declaration.

Higher education institutions provide study programmes at three levels:

1. The Bachel or 6 s &htakad three yearoat leash ancrfeur yeats at most
(in the case of architecture, fine art and design).
2. The Masterdés study programme (the HfAMagi

programme). The study takes one year at least and three years at most, so that the total standard
duration of study according to the bachelor study programme and the subsequent master level
study programme in the same or related field of study is altogether a minimum of five years.
The basic condition for admission to the second level study is graduation from bachelor study.

3. The PhD. study programme. The standard length in full-time form is three years at least
and four years at most, duration in part-time form and at some faculties of medicine with a
specialisation examination is five years. The basic condition for the admission to the PhD. study
programme is graduation from second level university study.

Private institutions of higher education (10 HEISs) need to have the state approval issued by the Government
of the Slovak Republic. They are established and financed by non-governmental institutions or founders.
Most of the private higher education institutions provide education on bachelor level only, specialised in the
fields of economics, business, management, public administration, law, international relations, regional
development, medical and social work.

Production Engineering and Quality Management

The study field is oriented towards production processes and machines, material science, processing of
metallic and non-metallic materials, metrology, standardisation and material testing. The graduate possesses
also the basic knowledge of production process and quality management. He gets also the corresponding
computer skills.

Mechatronics

The study field is oriented towards progressive machines and equipment with the features of mechanics,
electronics and informatics. The curricula include methods of computer mechanics, intelligent materials,
neuron nets, automatic control and database systems. The graduate posses the skills for operation and
maintenance of measurement systems, control systems, robotic systems and mechatronic systems.

Automobiles, Ships and Combustion Engine

The study field is oriented towards motor cars, railroad vehicles, machines and equipment for civil
engineering, land reclamation and agriculture, ships and planes. The graduate gets also the corresponding
knowledge of production processes and their management. He is able to design the parts of the machinery
and manage the industrial divisions, services and provide consultancy.

Faculty of Electrical Engineering and Information Technology of STU

Applied Informatics

In the course of study the future graduate specializes in the development, design, configuration, transfer and
implementation of information technologies in technical systems and services. He/she will be able to design,
run and apply the means of information technologies for technological systems, machines and apparatuses,
in a variety of services and efficiently use architectures and organization of computer systems. He/she will
master making use of WEB-technologies and information systems in the control, modelling, diagnostics and
documentation of processes also in areas as healthcare and bank sectors, transport, services etc.

Selection of a compulsorily optional subject from a different study programme enables the students to
orientate themselves towards the creation and use of informatics means and methods for solving tasks in a
variety of applications.
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Graduates will find application as managers, analysts, systems designers and specialists for banking and
insurance sectors, in consultancy companies, industry, schools, in science and research institutions.

Master (M.Sc.) degree undergraduates can continue in applied informatics study e.g. also in the area of
telecommunications, cybernetics or security of information technologies.

Automobile Electronics

Graduates will obtain knowledge about basics of electronics on which electronic and communication
systems, navigation units, control, performance and optoelectronic elements used in modern cars are built.
They will get acquainted with functions and applications of electronic and optoelectronic elements,
microprocessor technology, automated control and regulation systems, actuators, sensors of various
guantities and analogue-digital transducers. They will obtain knowledge about creating and processing a
variety of signals including those in microwave and optical areas as well as knowledge from the field of
signals transfer through various communication and bus systems. They will as well be educated in the area
of automobile electrical engineering, modern igniting and lighting systems and signalling elements while
also gaining knowledge about construction and operation of mechanical parts of automobiles and about the
work of combustion engines.

Mastering basics of measurement, testing, diagnostics and setting of various functions of automobiles is a
part of a graduateEs profil e al oamgroduciion techndogiesw! e d
and knowledge of principles on which customer comfort systems function.

Graduates will find extensive application in the car industry, in domestic and foreign sub-suppliers and
service companies.

Electronics

Electronics has belonged for years among the most dynamically developing specializations. The
devel opment and application of el ectronics is a
communi cation societyo. Gr a d u a tie systenas or thei generation, s i C

processing, transfer and saving of information and control signals in various applications. A graduate will be
able to analyse, design, diagnose and operate different electronic systems while special emphasis is
currently put on the development of microelectronics and nanoelectronics, optoelectronics and photonics
and/or digital methods of signal processing, sensorics and micro-system technology. Graduates will find
application in the production, development and research workplaces of electronics and related
specializations but also as operation, systems and service workers in a variety of areas as audio and video
technology, optoelectronics, microelectronics and nanoelectronics, sensorics, microsystems technology,
instrument technology, security and medical electronics, investment electronics, car electronics, radio
communications and optocommunications, mobile networks, vacuum electronics, transport, mechanical
engineering and service sector.

Electrical Engineering

Graduates are capable of analysing and understanding the processes happening in low-voltage and high-
voltage electrical engineering, power engineering and nuclear technology. But they can also obtain specific
professional knowledge suitable for the area of physical research of new progressive materials, structures
and systems, including the basics of computer simulation of their properties, nuclear-physics methods,
electrotechnology, electronics, mechatronics, as well as measurements and process or experiment control by
computer.

Graduates of the Electrical power engineering block can design and programme intelligent buildings, they
are well acquainted with problems of electric engines, electric machines and apparatuses controlled by
performance electronics and they have a potential of learning how to operate a power plant and run power
systems. And they can even specialize in nuclear power engineering or lighting technology.
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Graduates of the Electrical physics block can find application in the area of top level electro-physical and
material research and development, computer physics, medical technology and ecology, in making use of
information technologies in research and development, in the field of electro-technical production and
quality control, in the area of business, marketing etc.

Graduates find application in the most progressive companies with above-standard rating.

Industrial Informatics

Graduates obtain a complete first degree university education in the combination of study specializations
Automation and Applied informatics.

Students of this study programme specialize in the development and use of ever more powerful and
sophisticated automatically operating devices and apparatuses controlled by computer systems. For
example, space research, but also volcanoes exploration is carried out by automatically working devices.
You would not like to buy a computer or a car without automatic systems built in them. These systems are
realized on cybernetic principles using modern information technologies. Transport security, automatic
control of power distribution systems, diagnosing of badly diseased patients are but three examples out of
many where graduates of Industrial informatics can find their application. They also work as programmers,
as designers of intelligent control systems (including administrative) or as creators of specialized computer
networks etc.

Telecommunications

Lots of young people have mobile phones. It has become quite a common thing to use connection to the
Internet via classical telephone connector. Nowadays computer, mobile and telephone networks are all part
of one complex set of equipment. The professional task of graduates of Telecommunications study
programme is to make these technologies available to a larger number of people. A graduate apart from
their knowledge of mathematics, physics, electrical engineering and electronics gains knowledge from the
selected areas of telecommunications, like digital communications, telecommunication technology, signal
processing, transfer systems, connection systems, mobile and satellite communications, telecommunication
lines, communication protocols, but also knowledge from the field of informatics and information systems.
They can learn to realize e.g. videoconferences, i.e. simultaneous transfer of sound, picture and data signals.
Graduates find application as project managers, designers, construction workers, systems designers and
above all they are being sought after as specialists by operators of mobile and land telecommunications
network and by telecommunications service providers, even in civil service and ministries sector, in
gasworks and power engineering companies and in the banking sphere.

inked with the Air Transport Department. FTO is fully certified by the CAA of the Slovak Republic and is
the only one FTO at Slovakia providing the ground school and practical training under one roof. The FTO
operates in total 22 aircraft. The FTO owns and operates also JEPPESSEN 200 simulators for IFR training,
navigation procedures and phraseology and a FNPT Il MCC Trainer. The course is completed upon
presentation and successful defence of the Bachelor thesis and by passing the final state exam.

Business and Management Economics

The aim of this study to train graduates, who will be broadly prepared and educated, have managerial and
leadership skills, multicultural thinkin and personal skills and will be able to take responsibility for long i
term company success. The curriculum of the study branch Business and Management Economics is based
on several conceptual requirements. The fundamental requirement is an understanding of the complexity of
economic and managerial education for meeting the requirements of business practices. The curriculum
offers a broad range of subjects, which introduce the issue of corporate government as a significant
economic, financial, social and juridical system. Since knowledge is not enough for effective corporate
governance, an ability to communicate with superiors, subordinates, customers, business partners, public
and state sector is also a requirement. For this reason a Foreign Language, Computer Presentations for
Managers are part of the curriculum. Further conceptual requirements have resulted from trends of
globalization and informatization, which has largely affected business life largely. For this reason the
curriculum is comprised of subjects such as T International Economic Integration, International Finance and
Techniques of Foreign Trade, which enable the student to get to know the international environment of an
enterprise. The trend of informatization of business processes is reflected not only in the specialized subject
Computer Presentations for Managers, but in the whole range of economic and managerial subjects for
example Accountancy, Financial management, Taxes and the Tax System, Financial and Insurance Math,
Investment Strategy and Business Risk, Logistic Management. The curriculum also reflects the need to
humanize the business life, not only as a reflection of actual trends of business processes but as a desirable
direction of development, to which the training of future economists should contribute. Thus the course
offers, for example Economic Sociology and Environmental Economics and Management.

Graduates should be able to analyze difficult economic relations in business processes, to suggest and put
into action decisions of managers concerning these processes. These decisions are These decisions are
characterized by a high measure of creativity and demand self i activity. The students should have a deep
knowledge of operative management, but also of strategic decision making in term of the globalizing
economy. They should be able to work with advanced information technology and be able to reach a high
level of managerial work and managerial communication, too.

Faculty of Electrotechnical Engineering

Biomedical Engineering
The main aim of the BME study at the FEE UZ is to educate the graduates:
- who have wide overview of modern technical means of biomedicine,
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- who get good knowledge about diagnostic, therapeutic and rehabilitation instrumentation and their
safety use,
- who have the information about their world development trends ,
- who obtain the appropriate knowledge of theoretical and selected clinical disciplines of medicine
for understanding of the reason of technical means application,
- who gain the ability to judge the function of the medical instrumentation under various conditions,
- who have the ability of qualified communications with physicians in technical matters of diagnosis,
therapy and rehabilitation.

The graduates have wide knowledge of the present information systems aimed :
- totheir qualified utilization on the national and international level and also
- to the information systems creation and development for the needs of concrete medical or health
service organizations.

The graduates have the adequate managing abilities for the management of technical instrumentation
arrangement and also of the information technologies utilization. The main orientation of the BME study at
the FEE UZ in Zilina is expressed by the state examination subjects:

1) Measuring electrical and electronic methods in biomedical engineering (sensors, devices,

instrumentation).

2) Signal processing in medicine (digital signals, biosignals and image analysis and processing).

3) Imaging methods for medical diagnosis (radiology, nuclear medicine).

4) Materials for biomedical engineering (prothetic materials, biocompatibility).

Faculty of Civil Engineering

Civil Engineering

Graduates of the bachelor study are qualified in the Civil Engineering field. Over the course of 3 years, they
take an integrated part of academic study.

Within the study, students carry out exams from theoretical subjects (mainly Mathematics, Physics, Static,
Elasticity, Mechanics, Hydraulics and Hydrology, Geology and Buildings Foundation) and from practical
subjects, (e.g. Road Building, Railway Building, Building Constructions, Concrete Constructions and
Bridges, Steel Constructions and Bridges, Wooden Constructions and Bridges and Technical Equipment of
Buildings, which students can choose according to their interest). The third section includes optional
subjects in marketing and management, economics, psychology, sociology and entrepreneurship and law.
Students participate in monthly special practices at the end of the second year.

Graduates of the bachelor study can apply themselves mainly in a realisation phase of the investment
process, as a building manager, dispatcher of building manufacture, in state administration, in a business
sphere or in commercial activity. They can solve building manufacturing problems and management activity
independently. They also can work as a technical inspector.

The theoretical subjects enable students to accomplish differential exams and continue with their academic
study.

Students can specialise in their 3rd year in the following areas: Roads and Highways, Railways, Bridges and
Tunnels, Building Constructions.

The study is finished by final work, which students defend before examining body. The graduates obtain the
degreeoBachel oro (abbreviation Bc).

Air Transport Engineering courg®ipl. Ing. - equivalent to MSc. degree)

Students of the Air Transport Engineering course are prepared mainly in operational, technical and
economic disciplines focused on specialised managerial positions in civil aviation. Completing the study
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qualifies the graduates for positions in enterprises, organisations and governmental bodies in the civil
aviation, i.e. airlines, airports, air navigation service providers (ANSPs), aviation authorities, maintenance
and handling companies, research establishments etc. Graduates are familiar with processes in air traffic
control; operations, aircraft maintenance and overhaul; airport operation; economics and business activities
of air transport enterprises etc. The engineering study programme is provided in either full-time (2 years) or
part-time (2 years) form.

Business and Managemdtftonomics

The aim of this study to train graduates, who will be broadly prepared and educated, have managerial and
leadership skills, multicultural thinking and personal skills and will be able to take responsibility for long i
term company success. The curriculum of the study branch Business and Management Economics is based
on several conceptual requirements. The fundamental requirement is an understanding of the complexity of
economic and managerial education for meeting the requirements of business practices. The curriculum
offers a broad range of subjects, which introduce the issue of corporate government as a significant
economic, financial, social and juridical system. Since knowledge is not enough for effective corporate
governance, an ability to communicate with superiors, subordinates, customers, business partners, public
and state sector is also a requirement. For this reason a Foreign Language, Computer Presentations for
Managers are part of the curriculum. Further conceptual requirements have resulted from trends of
globalization and informatization, which has largely affected business life largely. For this reason the
curriculum is comprised of subjects such as T International Economic Integration, International Finance and
Techniques of Foreign Trade, which enable the student to get to know the international environment of an
enterprise. The trend of informatization of business processes is reflected not only in the specialized subject
Computer Presentations for Managers, but in the whole range of economic and managerial subjects for
example Accountancy, Financial management, Taxes and the Tax System, Financial and Insurance Math,
Investment Strategy and Business Risk, Logistic Management. The curriculum also reflects the need to
humanize the business life, not only as a reflection of actual trends of business processes but as a desirable
direction of development, to which the training of future economists should contribute. Thus the course
offers, for example Economic Sociology and Environmental Economics and Management.

Chemical Physics
Chemical Physics represents theoretical basis of the material research on atomic and molecular level. The
topics of Chemical Physics are tightly coupled with the investigations of solid matter, partly plasma physics,
as well as with modeling of biophysical systems and with quantum chemistry. Chemical Physics
demonstrates the significance on theoretical chemistry, molecular spectroscopy, research of novel materials,
investigations of nanostructures, dynamic studies of molecular systems, and additionally on modeling in
biophysics, on research of electric and magnetic properties of compounds. The graduates in Chemical
Physics act as specialists on universities, research institutions or in industry.
Inorganic Chemistry
Theoretical and experimental study of new inorganic, coordination, organometallic and bioinorganic
compounds, their preparation, physical and chemical properties with emphasis on their structure, electronic
structure, magnetic, photochemical, redox (oxidation-reduction) and catalytic properties.
Analytical Chemistry
The study is aimed on obtaining comprehensive knowledge of the advanced methods of analytical chemistry
and the current trends of their development and ways of methodology improvement. The knowledge of
analytical science is based on a multidisciplinary approach, which enables student to get an insight in
special fields: trace analysis in multi-component samples, species analysis, enantioselective analysis,
structure analysis, analysis of high purity materials, analysis of complex technical and biological materials,
applications in clinical chemistry, environmental analysis, pharmaceutical analysis. The knowledge is
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supported by practice with demanding instrumentation, data processing and evaluation, and interpreting and
expertise in particular field of analytical chemistry by individual research and scientific work of student.
The graduate is an expert in analytical chemistry and can perform research in particular field of analytical
chemistry, design new analytical methods, means and procedures and conduct explorative studies by
analytical methods and chemometrics.

Macromolecular Chemistry

Study programme in 3. stage of university education Branch of Macromolecular Chemistry is traditional at
the Technical universities over the world. The study is focused on the synthesis and development of the new
polymers and polymer composites, on the study of their structure and properties in the solution and solid
state. Study programme stimulates the deep knowledge of poly-reactions and biosynthesis leading to
preparation of the conventional and new polymers, further knowledge of control of chemical and physical
transformations of polymer chain as well as wide knowledge of molecular and supermolecular structure of
polymers and their effect on properties of macromolecular compounds. PhD. student is educated in the
principle of scientific research, definition of the aims of research. He is able to utilise the scientific methods
and methodology, to present of the results obtained in periodic literature and on the conferences, as well.
The deepening of knowledge of other branches, such as mathematic, physic, organic chemistry and
technology, biotechnology and information technology is eligible during the study. The individual creative
scientific research is assumed after finishing of the PhD. student study in the branch of Macromolecular
Chemistry.

Biochemistry

Biochemistry is the interdisciplinary study program, which prepares specialists for different fields of
biochemistry, biomedical engineering and molecular biology. Students are skilled in deep theoretical
knowledge and also in many laboratory techniques dealing with handling microbial, animal and human cell
cultures. They collaborate in research projects concernig to the isolation and characterisation of different
enzymes; properties of biological membranes; transport processes; aspects of fungal differentiation,
nutrition adaptation and secondary metabolism; studying of microbial resistance mechanism and molecular
mode of action as well as biological (antimicrobial, cytotoxic and antimutagenic) properties of xenobiotics
and their relationship to the structure. The graduates will be able to practise different microbiological,
biochemical, immunochemical and molecularbiological (e.g. spectrophotometry, centrifuging,
chromatographic and electrophoretic separation, NMR, radionuclid measurement, isolation and
characterization of genes, transformation, hybridization, PCR, sequenation) methods.

Process Control

Mathematical modeelling of processes. Continuous-time and sampled process model. Investigation of
dynamical characteristics of processes. ldentification based approach to mathematical modelling of
processes using the least squares methods. Optimal control using dynamic programming, LQ, LQG, H2, and
predictive approaches.

The provision of development aid of the Slovak Republic (SR) in the area of education takes the form of the
award of scholarships of the Government of the SR that are consistent with the conditions approved by the
Government Resolution N0.1096/2006 of 20 December 2006 on the evaluation of the Government
Resolution No. 1053/2003, of 13 November 2003, on the award of scholarships of the SR Government
and the proposal for the course of action in providing the development aid by the SR to the developing
countries and to Slovaks living abroad for the years 2007 i 2010.

The official range of scholarship positions available is annually notified through the diplomatic offices of
the SR abroad.

Under the development aid for the developing countries, the official offer is sent to the ministry of foreign
affairs of the relevant country in accordance with the approved breakdown of countries and scholarship
places in particular academic years.

Under the aid to Slovaks living abroad, the offer is sent to the official compatriot representatives according
to the approved breakdown of countries and scholarship positions in relevant academic years.

Applicants for scholarships of the Government of the SR are informed of the basic eligibility conditions that
include:

This takes
place in the institutions that have been accredited for such preparation. Any arbitrary shortening of the
period of study in the preparatory year is unacceptable. The scholarship holder is obliged to keep to the date
of starting the study, as determined by school.

CONDITIONS FOR PROVIDING SCHOLARSHIPS OF THE GOVERNMENT OF THE SLOVAK
REPUBLIC

A) GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. The scholarship and the stay of foreign students i scholarship holders of the Government of the Slovak
Republic is implemented in accordance with national legislation of the Slovak Republic (hereinafter SR).
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2. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the SR notifies the respective ministry of foreign affairs of the country
concerned via diplomatic channels of the approved conditions for university studies at public universities in

the SR, together with the number of scholarships, in a notification letter by the end of February of the
respective year for the following academic year.

3. The sending party presents its proposals in the prescribed manner via its representative office in the SR,
or the representative office of the SR in the respective country at the latest by 30 May of the respective year
to the address specified in the notification letter of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the SR. The
nominations of compatriots are presented by the respective compatriot organisation. The delivery date of the
personal materials to the SR will be decisive. The nomination is valid only for the year of its issue.

4. On the basis of the materials presented the selection commission of the Ministry of Education of the SR
will decide on granting a scholarship of the Slovak Government for the standard period of university study
in the SR and it will announce its decision on the granting of the scholarship by 31 August of the calendar
year. The results of the selection will also be announced electronically at the official website of the
Ministry of Education of the SR. www.minedu.sk

by 15 July of the calendar year.

5. The sending party or the scholarship holder is obliged to notify the accepting university and the Ministry
of Education of the SR. www.minedu.sk
of the date of arrival in the SR two weeks in advance at the latest.

6. Commencement of study is linked to the academic year in which it was decided to grant the scholarship.
The scholarship is not transferable to another person. The date for commencing study cannot be shifted
without the prior consent of the Slovak party, for which in justified cases the scholarship holder may apply
in writing.

7. Holders of a scholarship of the Slovak Government are exempt from administration fees for the granting
of a permit and the extension of a permit for temporary stay in the SR pursuant to the internal legal
regulations of the SR.

8. The application procedure for temporary stay in the territory of the SR is governed by Act No 48/2002 on
the Stay of Aliens and on Change and Amendments to Some Acts as amended www.minv.sk We
recommend all applicants for a scholarship of the Slovak Government to comply with the procedure
pursuant to this act.

9. Healthcare for foreign citizens studying in the SR is provided:

Pursuant to Article 3, paragraph 3, letter d) of the Act No 580/2004 Coll. on Healthcare Insurance as
amended, a physical person who does not have permanent residence in the Slovak Republic has compulsory
public health insurance if he/she does not have health insurance in another member state of the European
Union or in signatory state of the Agreement on the European Economic Area or in the Swiss Confederation
and is a student from another member state or a foreign student studying at a university in the Slovak
Republic on the basis of an international agreement by which the Slovak Republic is bound.

Pursuant to Article 11, paragraph 8, letter h) of the above mentioned Act the state covers the insurance for
the foreign student to fulfil the commitments arising from international agreements by which the Slovak
Republic is bound. www.health.gov.skPursuant to Article 11, paragraph 8, letter h) of the above mentioned

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Other scholarship holders to whom the above does not apply can conclude an insurance policy to cover
health care and medication with a commercial insurance company.

10. A foreigner applies for a scholarship of the Slovak Government on the form 1 Application for the
Scholarship of the Slovak Government T with the respective appendices, which form an integral part of
these materials. Incomplete applications will not be included in the selection proceedings of the selection
commission. An exception will only be made in the case of the subsequent submission of end-of-year school
certificates, which the applicant receives in the given calendar year on a date after submitting the application
to the Slovak party.

B) DURING STUDY IN THE STUDY PROGRAMS OF 1st. AND 2nd. DEGREE OF HIGHER
EDUCATION (hereinafter referred to as bachelor, master and doctoral study) IN SR

3. For the period of study in the selected field of study stipulated by the statute of the respective university,
i.e. at the time when the scholarship holder is according to internal legal regulations a university student, a
holder of a scholarship of the Slovak Government will be provided with the following:

4. The foreigner who is a SR Government scholarship holder is obliged to have concluded a health
insurance policy for the whole period of the temporary stay in the Slovak Republic in accordance with the
relevant stipulations of Act No 580/2004 Coll. on Health Insurance and on Changes and Amendments to
Some Acts as amended, as stated in point 9 of the General Conditions.

5. The sending party or the scholarship holder will cover travel costs at the commencement and completion
of the study stay in the SR.

1. CEEPUS: What's in a name?
CEEPUS is an acronym for "Central European Exchange Program for University Studies”.

2. Who is a member?
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Current member countries: Albania, Austria, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia,
the Czech Republic, Hungary, Macedonia, Montenegro, Poland, Romania, Serbia, the
Slovak Republic and Slovenia. Prishtina/Kosovo is also participating.
3. What is the legal basis?

The legal basis for CEEPUS is an international Agreement signed by the member states and
is open for accession.

4. What is the organizational structure?

CEEPUS is based on lean management. The highest ranking decision making CEEPUS body
is the Joint Committee of Ministers that meets once a year and takes

all strategic decisions. Coordination, evaluation, program development and advertizing are
the main tasks of the Central CEEPUS Office (consisting of only two persons). Each country
has a National CEEPUS Office in charge of national implementation. In order to avoid setting
up new administrative bodies, the National CEEPUS Offices are integrated into already
existing structures, usually national agencies.

5. What about finances?

With CEEPUS, there is no transfer of funds: There is an internal currency of "1 scholarship
month" instead. Each country pays its INCOMING students and teachers and has to pledge at
least 100 scholarship months per academic year. The CEEPUS agreement also specifies that
these grants be comprehensive grants linked to the local cost of living. So far, experience has
shown that this system works very well.

6. Which forms of cooperation are supported?

The main activity of CEEPUS are university networks operating joint programs ideally leading
to joint degrees. CEEPUS covers mobility grants for students and teachers in this framework.

International Visegrad Fund

The mission of the fund is to promote closer cooperation between Slovakia, Czech Republic, Hungary and
Poland and strengthen mutual bonds between these countries, supporting regional cooperation of Visegrad
courtiers through primarily quartrilateral cultural, scientific, research, and educational projects, exchanges
of young people, promotion of tourism and cross-border cooperation. The Fund budget is raised by equal
contributions of all four countries. Starting from 2007, the member countries undertook to make
contributions at EUR 1, 250,000, with the total budget amounting to EUR 5,000,000 EUR.

The International Visegrad Fund has the following programmes:

1. Small grants (contractual period is maximum 6 months, even in the case of the project lasting longer,
and the maximum allocation is 4,000 EUR/up to 50 % of the total project budget)

2. Standard grants (contractual period is maximum 12 months and the maximum allocation above 4 000
EUR/up to 50 % of the total project budget)

3. Strategic grants (for project' s duration of 12 to 36 months and the allocation in the range of 40, 000 to
200,000 EUR/up to 50 % of the total project budget)

4. Visegrad scholarshipsd for Master's and graduate studies.

5. Visegrad Artist-In-Residence ProgrammeAn exchange program for artists and receiving institutions
from all art fields.

Visegrad Scholarships

Visegrad scholarships are awarded for Master, PhD and other graduate studies (post-master study or
research project), namely under the following schemes:

1. Intra-Visegrad scheme & for students coming from V4 countries, for study/research in the duration of 1
or 2 terms (5 or 10 moths) in another V4 country. Scholarships amount to EUR 2,000 per term, with
additional 1,500 EUR/term for the receiving organisation.

2. Out-going scheme 1 for students coming from V4 countries, for the study at accredited universities in the
following countries: Albania, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Macedonia, Moldavia,
Montenegro, Serbia, Ukraine. A 10-month scholarship is EUR 5, 000 for 1 student/scholar, and EUR 3,000
for the receiving institution (or EUR 2,500/term for 1 student/scholar and EUR 1,500/term for the receiving
institution).

3. In-coming scheme to V4 countries & for a study/research residence of 5 or 10 months' duration for
students that are nationals of the following countries: Albania, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia,
Macedonia, Moldavia, Montenegro, Russian Federation, Serbia. A 10-month scholarship is EUR 5, 000 for
1 student/scholar, and EUR 3,000 for the receiving institution (or EUR 2,500/term for 1 student/scholar,
and EUR 1,500/term for the receiving institution).

4. Ukrainian Scholarship Programme 8 study/research residence in one of V4 countries, of 5 -10 months'
duration (scholarship at EUR 2,500/term for 1 student/scholar, and EUR 1,500 /term for the receiving
institution).
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Conditions: A the time of application submission the student must have completed minimum 4 terms of
university studies/or must have completed Master's level at a higher education institution, with excellent

study results, and must come from one of the countries eligible for the scheme concerned.

Subject area: The Scholarship Programme is open to all disciplines.

Notes: The receiving institution must be different from the sending one. The receiving country must be
different from the country of which the candidate is a national. Former successful scholarship holders of the
Programme can re-apply for the scholarship.

Applications: The closing date for applications is, as a rule, on 31 January (always for the forthcoming
academic year). The application includes: the Application Form, a copy of Master diploma and transcript
with authorised translation, (in case the candidate has not completed his or her Master-degree studies, a
certificate of the sending university confirming the current study year of the candidate), a letter of
acceptance from the receiving institution, draft research project, or planned courses approved by the
receiving institution. For scholarship applicants under the Intra-Visegrad and the Out-going scheme, a
personal interview conducted in English is an integral part of the selection procedure.
